In 2024, the preparatory phase for the introduction of a high 
school component was launched at Dilijan Central School 

(DCS). The Araratian Baccalaureate (AB) program will be intro-
duced at the high school.

At the core of the preparatory phase was mentoring. DCS teachers had weekly 
meetings with experienced Ayb School specialists and got acquainted with the 
content and methodology of the syllabuses of the AB subjects in 10th and 11th 
grades.

The cooperation with the Tatarstan-based 
organization Tatneft to create an international school on the basis of the Boys’

In 2024, discussions were held  in Almetyevsk on the development of the strategy 
of the Lyceum. The two-day discussions conducted by the representatives of the 
Ayb Educational Foundation and Ayb School resulted in the development of a 
detailed map of further steps.

Then, discussions followed, focusing on 
the development and dissemination prospects of the Araratian Baccalaure-
ate educational program in the RA schools, a program jointly developed by 
Cambridge and the Ayb Educational Foundation.

The Ayb Foundation’s representatives and Steve King also had a meeting 
with the representatives of the RA Ministry of ESCS. During the meeting, 
the discussion outlined areas of the educational system where Cambridge’s 
experience and support can be useful.

As a result of the blockade of Lachin Corridor, in December 2022, 120 000 
people in Artsakh were left isolated and in the midst of deep humanitarian 
crisis, and 20 000 children were deprived of their right to education.

Considering the importance of protecting the right to education in that situa-
tion, a number of educational organizations in Armenia came forward with 
the Civil Initiative for the Right to Education (CIRE).
